	Literacy Assessment

 
	1. Site-based assessment teams or teachers who have knowledge of assessments used in the school (e.g. Principal, literacy coach, reading specialist, Psychologist, SPED & ELL teachers etc.)


	· Provide information about the literacy assessments that are being used in the school or district.

· Gather information that helps school/district build an efficient and effective Assessment Framework.

· Identify redundancy or overlap (layering on) of assessments that gather the same information.

· Identify gaps in the framework where assessment information is not being gathered.

· Identify range of assessments (screening, diagnostic, progress monitoring, outcomes) across the domains of literacy (oral language, phonemic awareness, phonics/word study, fluency, vocabulary, comprehension, writing).
	· Review the form with staff and explain the purpose.

· Ask/clarify any questions.

· Remind staff that we are not looking at student outcome data, but are reviewing the assessments that are being used to gather the data.

· Help staff determine who will gather this data.

· Remind staff that this is one of the forms needed in electronic form.

· Use this form when analyzing data for report.
