DIBELS Next “Cheat Sheet”
FSF, PSF, DORF:  

· Students are not penalized for imperfect pronunciation due to dialect, articulation delays or impairments, or for pronunciations due to speaking a first language other than English.  

· Schwa sound is not an error.  

	First Sound Fluency (FSF)                                                             Beginning K – Middle K

	Time
	Continuous 1 minute—stop presenting words after one minute

	Scoring
	· Circle 1 or 2 points for correct response. 

· Slash ( / ) zero for incorrect response.
· If the student self-corrects an error, write SC over the slash and circle the corresponding sound(s).

	Prompt
	· If the student does not respond within 3 seconds on a word, mark a slash through the zero and say the next word.
· ONLY ONCE: If the student says the name of the letter, say  Remember to tell me the first sound in the word, not the letter name.

· AS OFTEN AS NEEDED:  Remember to tell me the first sound you hear in the word.

	Discontinue

	If student gets a zero on the first 5 questions, then stop test.


	Letter Naming Fluency (LNF)                                                                 Beginning K – Beginning G1

	Time
	Continuous 1 minute-- Mark with a bracket where the student left off

	Scoring
	· Slash ( / ) letters not correctly named or omitted.  

· Write s/c above letter if student self corrects within 3 seconds.

· If student skips a row, draw a line through the whole row and do not count.

	Prompt: 


	· ONLY ONCE:  If the student does not go left to right, say, Go this way. (Sweep your finger across the row). 
· ONLY ONCE:  If the student skips 4 consecutive letters, say, Try to say each letter name.
· ONLY ONCE:  If the student says letter sounds, say, Say the letter name, not its sound.
· AS OFTEN AS NEEDED: If a student hesitates, say Keep going.
· AS OFTEN AS NEEDED: If a student loses their place, point for them.

	Discontinue
	If student gets the first row (first ten letters) wrong, then stop test.


	Phoneme Segmentation Fluency (PSF)                                            Middle K – Beginning G1

	Time
	Continuous 1 minute--  Mark with a bracket where the student left off

	Scoring
	· Underline each different, correct part of the word that the student says. 
· Put a slash ( / ) through incorrect sounds. (score 0)

· Leave omitted sounds blank. (score 0)

· Circle repeated words. (score 0)
· Student may elongate individual sounds and get credit if you think they are aware of each sound in the word (each sound held for approx. one second).

	Prompt: 


	· If student doesn’t respond for 3 seconds, provide the next word.

· If a student spells the word, say, Say all the sounds in the word.
· If a student repeats the word, say, Remember to say all the sounds in the word.

	Discontinue
	If student doesn’t segment any of the first 5 words, then stop test.


	Nonsense Word Fluency (NWF)                                                            Middle K – Beginning G2

	Time
	Continuous 1 minute– Mark with a bracket where the student left off

	Scoring
	· Underline each correct sound/word that the student says. 
· Put a slash ( / ) through incorrect sounds. (score 0)

· Write s/c above letter if student self corrects within 3 seconds.

· If student skips a row, draw a line thro​ugh the whole row and do not count.

· Score 1 point for all Correct Letter Sounds (CLS) and an additional point for Whole Words Read (WWR) if the student reads the word correctly the first time and only one time. 
· If the student is reading individual letter sounds and hesitates for more than 3 seconds, provide the letter sound and mark it as incorrect.  

	Prompt
	· ONLY ONCE:  If the student does not go left to right, say, Go this way, and gesture from left to right on his/her copy of the form.

· ONLY ONCE:  If the student says letter names, say, Say the sounds, not the letter names.
· ONLY ONCE:  If the student reads the word first, then says the letter sounds, prompt, Just read the word.
· ONLY ONCE:  If the student says all of the letter sounds correctly in the first row, but does not make any attempt to blend or recode, say, Try to read the words as whole words.
· AS OFTEN AS NEEDED: If a student hesitates, say Keep going.
· AS OFTEN AS NEEDED: If a student loses their place, point for them.

	Discontinue
	If student doesn’t get any correct sounds in the first 5 words​, then stop test.


	DIBELS Oral Reading Fluency (DORF)                                               Middle G1 – Middle G6

	Time
	Continuous 1 minute– Mark with a bracket where the student left off.          [For each of 3 passages.]

	Scoring
	· Put a slash ( / ) through incorrect words. 

· Write s/c above word if student self corrects within 3 seconds.

· If student skips a row, draw a line thro​ugh the whole row and count the omitted words as errors.
· If a student reads a proper noun with correct pronunciation or with any reasonable phonetic pronunciation, it is counted as correct.
· If the student does not read a word within 3 seconds, say the word and mark the word as incorrect.

·  Errors include words read incorrectly, substitutions, skipped words, hesitations of more than 3 seconds, words read out of order, and words that are sounded out but not read as a whole word.

· If the student reads the same word incorrectly multiple times in the story, it counts as an error each time.

· Students should read contractions as they are printed on the page.

	Prompt
	· If the student is silent or struggles for 3 seconds with the FIRST word of the passage, then mark the word as incorrect, say the word, and start the timer.

· AS OFTEN AS NEEDED: If a student hesitates, say Keep going.
· AS OFTEN AS NEEDED: If a student loses their place, point for them.

	Discontinue
	If student doesn’t get any correct sounds in the first line, say stop, and record a score of 0.  If fewer than 10 words are read correctly on passage #1, do not administer passages #2 or #3.
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
