Practice Scripts
This document provides scripted responses for the following practice activities:

1.  Whole group practice.

These practice activities are done with all participants at the same time.  The purpose is to practice a measure after all of the scoring rules have been taught.   The participants will read the directions and administer the measure.  The trainer will act as the student, reading from the student script.   Participants should mark in their copies of the Kindergarten and First Grade scoring booklets for these practice activities.

2.  Small group practice/Shadow Scoring Practice
The small group practice is done with participants in groups of 2 or 3.  In a group of 3, each person will take a turn in the role of student, assessor, and observer.  The person in the student role reads from the script titled “Student”.  He or she will pretend to be a student by providing the scripted responses.  The person in the assessor role reads from the script titled “Assessor”.  He or she will perform the directions verbatim, time the assessment, record responses, and calculate a final score.  The person in the observer role will time along with the Assessor and use the Assessment Accuracy Checklist to check accurate administration and scoring.  The Observer will provide constructive feedback to the Assessor for the purpose of improving the accuracy of the assessment.  After each practice round, rotate roles so that each person in the group has a turn in the Student, Assessor, and Observer Roles.  Participants can then identify the patterns of response noted for each of the students.
